expecting from a messiah. But the risen ]esusu
unrecognized by them, interprets the scriptures for
them, showing that it was “necessary that the Messiah
should suffer these things” (v.26) before coming into his
glory. It is only after “their eyes were opened” (v.31)
that they recognize him and begin to understand his
words. This text teaches us that sometimes it is difficult
for us to comprehend God’s plan, but with God’s help
we gain understanding. In Acts, Peter’'s speech
reinforces the idea that Jesus’ death was a necessary
part of God’s plan. Jesus, who “was a man commended
to you by God” (v.22), was, “delivered up by the set plan
and foreknowledge of God” (v.23). But even death could
not defeat him since “God raised him up, releasing him
from the throes of death” (v.24). The letter of Peter
interprets Christ’s death for us, telling us that we “were
ransomed...with the precious blood of Christ” (vv.18-
19). This was God’s will for us, in order that we might
share in God’s eternal life. Christ, dying for us, paid the
ultimate price in his self-sacrifice. Because of this, Peter
says, we should “conduct (ourselves) with reverence”
(v.17) in light of our dignity as children of God. For
Reflection: When has doubt been a part of my faith
journey? How did I overcome it?

GOSPEL REFLECTION

Many wonder why so few people in Jesus’ day
accepted him as the Messiah. A simple answer is
that Jesus did not meet the expectations of what the
Messiah was going to be. The Emmaus story shows
us that even his own disciples were slow to believe.
“We were hoping that he would be the one to
redeem Israel,” (v.21) they say. But their hopes
were crushed when, “our chief priests and rulers
both handed him over to a sentence of death and
crucified him” (v.20). This was not what they were

[ am so grateful and blessed to announce that our Lord and the Blessed Virgin Mary are working in their
mysterious ways toward my healing process after I was diagnosed positive with Covid19. After terrible
and painful days, especially on Holy Thursday and Good Friday, I believe our Lord blessed me with some
of His passion. I carried His cross for a short time - it was so painful, and I felt abandoned as tears rolled
down my cheeks. But my Lord and His Mother Mary are continuing to make me stronger. [ am indeed a
witness of their love, mercy, compassion and healing.

“God raised this Jesus; of this we are all witnesses. Exalted at the right hand of God, he received the promise
of the Holy Spirit from the Father and poured him forth, as you see and hear.” Acts of the Apostles 2:14, 22-
33. “Keep me, O God, for in you I take refuge; I say to the Lord, “My Lord are you. O Lord, my allotted portion
and my cup, you it is who hold fast my lot. I bless the Lord who counsels me; even in the night my heart
exhorts me.” Psalm 16:1-11

“We are all witnesses...” Yes, we believe that Jesus Christ rose from dead and the Holy Spirit was and
will be with Him forever. In our Christian life it is not just to believe, it is more than that, we need to

testify that our Lord Jesus Christ is truly risen. “To Him be glory and power for all ages of eternity.” “This is
the day the Lord has made; let us rejoice and be glad.” Psalm 118.

If we believe and we want to be witnesses, we should let Him get near to us and walk with us, especially
in our painful situations, as well as in the happiest times of our personal life and in our families’ lives.
Sometimes our eyes are prevented from recognizing Him because we are so busy with many
responsibilities or many distractions; talk to Him while He is holding our hands, as the best friend that He
is, He will never abandon us and He always be there to listen and answer our prayers. Let our Lord
interpret to us what is referred to Him in all of the Scriptures, in this process to be a good witness. Invite
Jesus to stay with us, it is a blessing to have a guest like our Lord with us, for it is nearly evening and the
day is almost over. Ask Jesus to come to our table and let Him offer His Body and Blood as our food; the
Eucharist is the best way that Jesus has to show us his love, mercy, and heal our wounds. We need to be
humble and testify that our Lord is the only one who is in control and only one who can save us.

On Good Friday evening, | was watching
the Stations of the Cross in Saint Peter Square, Rome, my fever went up to 103° F, my body was shaking
and [ thought my head would explode, I couldn’t breathe and I had severe back pain. Previously, my
Doctor advised me that I must go to the emergency room but I didn’t go because, to be honest, I was so
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afraid since I heard that most of the hospitals were contaminated with the coronavirus. I just prayed and I
thought that this would be my last day. I asked our Lord, please give me a sign; I need to know what I
should do? Then I heard a soft voice tell me: “Rest, trust in me, I am with you” I was so afraid, | was in
tears and I did not want to go to sleep, thinking I would die. Our Lord had me lie down in bed and I fell
asleep for three hours. When [ woke up, the fever left me, the breathing was somewhat normal, the heart
palpitations began to get better, and my back pain was subsiding. My heart was “burning within me while
He spoke to me.” I am indeed a witness of the love, mercy and healing power that Lord has. I am blessed
and I know our Lord and our Blessed Virgin Mary are going to keep all of you safe, as they blessed me,
and they will do the same to each one of you and your families.

Thank you very much to all of you who are praying for me and for those who are suffering because of this
pandemic. Thank you to all priests who celebrated the Mass here at St. Paul R.C. Church, and a special
thank you to Jairo Andres, my nephew, he is truly a hero, he is taking care of me, the Parish, and the
transmission of all the Masses.

Le supliqué al
Sefior que me diera una sefal, lo que El me dijera eso haria! Escuché una voz suave que me dijo:
“descansa, confia en mi, Yo estoy contigo.” Lo que menos queria era cerrar los ojos o dormir. Estuve
llorando, no queria morir tampoco dormir. El Sefior hizo que me acostara en mi cama y dormi tres horas.
Cuando desperté ya no tenia fiebre, podia respirar mucho mejor, las palpitaciones del corazén
comenzaron a normalizarse y el terrible dolor de espalda comenzé a bajar. “Mi corazén ardia cuando el
Sefior me hablo.” Ahora, soy un testigo del amor, la misericordia y el poder de sanar que tiene el Sefor.
He sido bendecido con la presencia del Sefor y con la proteccién de la Virgen Maria, sé que Ellos los van a
cuidar a cada uno de ustedes y de sus familias.
