GOSPEL	REFLECTION  

Throughout Jewish history it was traditional for Jews to 
demonstrate repentance through washing ceremonies. 
John the Baptist was preaching repentance for the coming 
of God's reign. His baptism may have been related to the 
purifying washings of the Essenes at Qumran near the  

was God's anointed one. John answered that his baptism 
was only a preparation for "one mightier" who would 
aptize with "the Holy Spirit and fire" (v 16). Although 
Jesus had no need of repentance, he entered the murky 

waters where the people had been baptized, thereby 
uniting himself with sinful humanity. The baptism of Jesus 
was another "epiphany," or manifestation of the divine 
presence. While Jesus was praying, the Spirit descended 
upon him, and God's voice was heard confirming Jesus as 
the "beloved Son" (v.22). On Calvary, Jesus would undergo 
a baptism of fire that would bring salvation to the whole 
world (Lk 12:49-50). This transforming fire would be 
poured out on the Church at Pentecost (Acts 2:1-4).

PARISH MINISTRY            
                               “As each has received a gift, use it to serve one another, as good stewards of God’s varied grace.” 1 Peter 4:10 

In Acts today we hear part of Peter’s speech at 
Pentecost. His announcement is a challenge but 
ultimately good news, “God has made…both Lord 
and Messiah, this Jesus whom you crucified” (v.36), 
he tells the crowd in Jerusalem. That they are “cut to 
the heart” (v.37) indicates that for Luke they share 
in the responsibility for Jesus’ death. “What are we 
to do?” (v.37), they ask. Peter calls them to “Repent 
and be baptized” (v.38). This response will be a sign 
that they are distancing themselves “from this 

corrupt generation” (v.40). As a result of Peter’s words, 
“about three thousand persons were added that day” 
(v.41), a sign that the Spirit is at work in the believers. 
In today’s gospel Jesus uses imagery of sheep and 
shepherds, something familiar to his audience. Old 
Testament imagery often presents God as shepherd and 
Israel as God’s flock. As the shepherd, Jesus cares for his 
sheep and leads them to green pastures (cf. Ps. 23). 
That the sheep would be called “by name” indicates a 
relationship between shepherd and sheep, “I know 
mine and mine know me” (v.14), he says. In this text we 
have the background for Jesus’ appearance to Mary 
Magdalene on Easter morning. She only comes to 
recognize him after he calls her by name (20:16). As 
shepherd it is his task to be concerned for the welfare of 
the sheep; as sheep we are called to hear and follow his 
voice, for he “came so that they might have life and have 
it more abundantly” (10:10). 
The letter of Peter picks up on the imagery of sheep and 
shepherd, stating that “you had gone astray like sheep” 
(v.25) through our sins. Christ suffered for us, 
“leaving…an example that you should follow” (v.21). As 
“shepherd and guardian of (our) souls” he offered his 
life to save us. He truly is the Good Shepherd.

MESSAGE	FROM	POPE	FRANCIS	
Good	Shepherd	Sunday	

 
 
Dear Brothers and Sisters, Good morning!        
 
 
In today’s Gospel passage (cf. Jn 10:27-30) Jesus is presented to us as the true Shepherd of the People of 
God. He speaks about the relationship that binds him to the sheep of the flock, namely, to his disciples, 
and he emphasizes the fact that it is a relationship of mutual recognition. “My sheep” — he says — “hear 
my voice, and I know them, and they follow me; and I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish” 
(vv. 27-28). In carefully reading this phrase, we see that Jesus’ work is explained in several actions: Jesus 
speaks; Jesus knows; Jesus gives eternal life; Jesus safeguards.  
 
The Good Shepherd — Jesus — is attentive to each one of us; he seeks us and loves us, addresses his 
Word to us, knowing the depths of our heart, our desires and our hopes, as well as our failures and 
disappointments. He accepts us and loves us as we are, with our merits and our faults. He “gives eternal 
life” to each one of us: that is, he offers us the opportunity to live a full life, without end. Moreover, he 
safeguards us and leads us lovingly, helping us to cross impervious paths and the sometimes dangerous 
roads that appear in life.  
 
The verbs and actions that describe the way in which Jesus, the Good Shepherd, interacts with us 
correspond to the verbs that relate to the sheep, namely us: “hear my voice”, “follow me”. They are 
actions that show how we must correspond to the tender and caring attitudes of the Lord. Indeed, 
hearing and recognizing his voice, implies intimacy with him, which is strengthened in prayer, in the 
heart-to-heart encounter with the divine Master and Shepherd of our souls. This intimacy with Jesus, this 
openness, speaking with Jesus, reinforces in us the desire to follow him, by emerging from the labyrinth 
of errant ways, abandoning selfish behaviour in order to set out on new paths of fraternity and of self-
giving, in imitation of him.  
 
Let us not forget that Jesus is the only Shepherd who speaks to us, knows us, gives us eternal life and 
safeguards us. We are the only flock and we only have to strive to hear his voice, while he lovingly 
examines the sincerity of our hearts. And from this constant intimacy with our Shepherd, from this 
colloquy with him, springs the joy of following him, allowing ourselves to be led to the fullness of eternal 
life. Let us now turn to Mary, Mother of Christ the Good Shepherd. May she, who readily responded to 
God’s call, help in particular those who are called to the priesthood and to consecrated life to joyfully and 
willingly accept Christ’s call to be his more direct coworkers in proclaiming the Gospel and at the service 
of the Kingdom of God in this age of ours.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, ¡buenos días!  
  
En el Evangelio de hoy (cf. Jn 10, 27-30), Jesús se presenta como el verdadero Pastor del Pueblo de Dios. 
Habla de la relación que lo une a las ovejas del rebaño, es decir a sus discípulos, e insiste en el hecho de 
que es una relación de conocimiento recíproco. «Mis ovejas ―dice ― escuchan mi voz y yo las conozco y 
ellas me siguen. Yo les doy la vida eterna y no perecerán jamás» (vv. 27-28). Leyendo atentamente esta 
frase, vemos que la obra de Jesús se expresa en algunas acciones: Jesús habla, Jesús conoce, Jesús da la 
vida eterna, Jesús custodia. 
 
 El Buen Pastor, Jesús, está atento a cada uno de nosotros, nos busca y nos ama, dirigiéndonos su palabra, 
conociendo en profundidad nuestros corazones, nuestros deseos y nuestras esperanzas, como también 
nuestros fracasos y nuestras decepciones. Nos acoge y nos ama tal y cómo somos, con nuestros defectos y 
nuestras virtudes. Para cada uno de nosotros Él “da la vida eterna”: es decir, nos ofrece la posibilidad de 
vivir una vida plena, sin fin. Además, nos cuida y guía con amor, ayudándonos a atravesar los senderos 
escarpados y los caminos muchas veces arriesgados que se presentan en el itinerario de la vida.  
 
A los verbos y a los gestos que describen el modo en que Jesús, el Buen Pastor, se relaciona con nosotros, 
hacen eco los verbos que se refieren a las ovejas, es decir a nosotros: “escuchan mi voz”, “me siguen”. Son 
acciones que muestran cómo debemos corresponder a las actitudes tiernas y atentas del Señor. En efecto, 
escuchar y reconocer su voz implica intimidad con Él, que se consolida en la oración, en el encuentro de 
corazón a corazón con el divino Maestro y Pastor de nuestras almas.
