GOSPEL REFLECTION

After his death and resurrection Jesus promised
to give his disciples the gift of the Holy Spirit. He said to
them, Receive the Holy Spirit! (John 20:22) Jesus knew
that his disciples would need the power of the Holy Spirit
to carry out the mission entrusted to them. The gift of
the Holy Spirit was conditional upon the ascension of
Jesus to the right hand of the Father. That is why Jesus
instructed the apostles to wait in Jerusalem until you are
clothed with power from on high (Luke 24:49). Why did
they need power from on high? The Gospels tell us that
Jesus was filled with the Holy Spirit when he was
baptized at the Jordan River:

Just as Jesus was anointed with the Spirit at the

beginning of his ministry, so the disciples needed the
anointing of the Holy Spirit to carry out the mission
entrusted to them by Jesus.

The Holy Spirit is given to all who are baptized into Jesus
Christ to enable us to live a new way of life-a life of love,
peace, joy, and righteousness (Romans 14:17). The Holy
Spirit fills our hearts with the love of God (Romans 5:7), and
he gives us the strength and courage we need in order to live
as faith-filled disciples of the Lord Jesus. The Spirit helps us
in our weakness (Romans 8:26), and enables us to grow in
spiritual freedom—freedom from doubt, fear, and from
slavery to our unruly desires (2 Corinthians 3:17;
Romans8:21). The Spirit instructs us in the ways of God, and
guides us in living according to God's will. The Spirit is the
source and giver of all holiness. Isaiah foretold the seven-
fold gifts that the Spirit would give: wisdom, understanding,
counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and fear of the Lord
(Isaiah 11:2).

The gift of Pentecost - the outpouring of the Holy Spirit, and
the spiritual gifts and blessings of God - are made possible
through the death, resurrection, and ascension of the Lord
Jesus. After his resurrection Jesus "breathed" on his disciples
and gave them the Holy Spirit. Just as God breathed life into
Adam, so the gift of the Holy Spirit is an impartation of "new
life" for his people. With the gift of the Holy Spirit a new
creation begins. God recreates us for his glory. Jesus' gift of
peace to his disciples was more than an absence of trouble.
His peace included the forgiveness of sins and the fullness of
everything good. Do you want power to live a faith-filled life
as a disciple of Jesus? Ask the Father to fill you with the
power of his Holy Spirit (Luke 11:13).

The Lord Jesus offers each one of us the gift and power of his
Holy Spirit. He wants to make our faith strong, give us hope
that endures, and a love that never grows cold. He never
refuses to give his Spirit to those who ask with expectant
faith. Jesus instructed his disciples to ask confidently for the
gift of the Spirit: "If you then, who are evil, know how to give
good gifts to your children, how much more will the heavenly
Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!" (Luke
11:13). For Reflection: Do you know and experience in your
own life the gift and power of the Holy Spirit? Do you thirst
for God and for the abundant life he offers through the gift of
his Spirit?

Prayer:
"Lord Jesus, I thank you for the gift of Pentecost and for the
new life you offer in the Holy Spirit. Fill me with your Holy
Spirit and set my heart ablaze with the fire of your love that |
may serve you in joy and freedom."

PRAYER TO THE HOLY SPIRIT
Breathe into me, Holy Spirit, that my thoughts may all be
holy. Move in me, Holy Spirit, that my work, too, may be holy.
Attract my heart, Holy Spirit, that I may love only what is
holy. Strengthen me, Holy Spirit, that I may defend all that is
holy. Protect me, Holy Spirit, that I may always be holy.

Announcement of Ordination and Installation of the Eighth Bishop of Paterson
The Most Reverend Kevin J. Sweeney, D.D.

My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

On April 15, 2020, our Holy Father, Pope Francis, made a provision for the pastoral care of the
Diocese of Paterson, through his appointment of Rev. Kevin J. Sweeney, Priest of the Diocese of Brooklyn
as Bishop of Paterson. Following consultation with the Apostolic Nuncio to the United States of America,
The Most Reverend Christophe Pierre, I joyfully announce the Ordination and Installation of the Eighth
Bishop of Paterson, and I also announce a Mass of Welcome to be celebrated with Bishop Sweeney at a later
date. The details for the celebration of Ordination and Installation are as follows:

At seven o'clock in the evening, on Tuesday, June 30, 2020, Solemn Vespers will be celebrated in
preparation for the ordination of the Bishop-Elect the following day.

At two o'clock in the afternoon, on Wednesday, July 1, 2020, the Memorial of Saint Junipero
Serra, Priest, His Eminence Joseph W. Cardinal Tobin, C.Ss.R., Metropolitan Archbishop of Newark
will ordain The Most Reverend Kevin J. Sweeney, to the Order of Bishops and Install Bishop Sweeney as
the Eighth Bishop of Paterson with The Most Reverend Nicholas A. DiMarzio, Bishop of Brooklyn, and
myself serving as Co-Consecrating Bishops.

Both celebrations will be take place in the Cathedral of Saint John the Baptist, Paterson and
will be in accord with social distancing norms and will strictly require limited admission by ticket
only. Both events will be live streamed on the website of the Diocese of Paterson with further instructions
regarding access to the live stream to follow.

When social distancing norms can be relaxed and a greater number of the faithful are able to gather,
a Mass of Thanksgiving and Welcome will be celebrated by Bishop Sweeney in the late autumn, so that the
local church of Paterson can pray together with the shepherd who will guide us in the name of the Lord.

During these days of preparation for the Ordination and Installation of the Bishop-Elect, we join in
prayer for an outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon our new shepherd and upon all of the clergy, religious, and
laity of the Diocese of Paterson. We ask for God's healing power to dispel all fear and illness from among us
and to give us the grace of the Light of Christ which never fails.

Commending the Bishop-Elect, and all of the clergy, religious, and faithful of the Diocese of
Paterson to care of the Blessed Virgin Mary and the intercession of Saint John the Baptist, I am

| am so grateful and blessed to announce that our Lord Jesus Christ, the Holy Spirit, and the Blessed
Virgin Mary, along with the Head of the Catholic Church, our Holy Father Pope Francis, are working in
their mysterious ways toward my healing process. After terrible and painful days, on Holy Thursday,
April 9%, 2020, and also on Good Friday, April 10", 2020, | believe our Lord blessed me with some of
His passion. | carried His cross for a short time, | could not imagine how our Lord suffered when He
carried His own Cross for us, it was so painful, and | felt abandoned as tears rolled down my cheeks. |
believe that Our Lord Jesus Christ, the Holy Spirit, His Mother, and through the ministry of the
Catholic Church and the Holy Father, Pope Francis, a miracle in my life was performed. They are
continuing to make me stronger. | am indeed a witness of their love, mercy, compassion and healing. |
was diagnosed positive with COVID-19 on Easter Sunday, April 12t 2020.

As the disciples said to each other: “Were not our hearts burning within us while He spoke to us to the
way and opened the Scriptures to us” Luke 24: 13-35. | know what it now means when | hear the
disciples in this Gospel: “our hearts burning within us while He spoke to us...” | could experience it in
my own life. Everything began on Holy Thursday but on Good Friday | got worse! | was watching the
Stations of the Cross in Saint Peters Square, Rome; | felt like | was dying, my fever went up to 103° F. |
think | was unconscious for a little while; my body was shaking and | thought my head would explode;
| couldn’t breathe and | had severe back pain. Previously, my Doctor advised me that | must go to the
emergency room but | didn’t go because, to be honest, | was afraid since | heard that most of the
hospitals were contaminated with the coronavirus and so many people were dying. Good Friday really
was my day to understand what our Lord had to go through before He died for us. How vulnerable the
human being can be. | just prayed and prayed that night. | thought that this would be my last day. |
knelt down and begged our Lord for forgiveness of my sins and to heal me both physically and
spiritually. | wished to have a priest for confession, but under the circumstances nobody should come
to see me.

In my previous testimony | forgot to mention important details of what actually happened before |
heard a soft voice. Why, | don’t know, but perhaps it was because | wrote down my first testimony
the following four days after all that had happened in this healing process. In any event, looking for
some relief while | was watching the Stations of the Cross, | remember screaming at the television set
and asking Pope Francis to pray for me, to do something for me. He did bring up those who were
suffering with this virus and those who were dying. | asked him, “Through your ministry, your



testimony of life and as Pope, Head of the Church, please help me; please ask our Lord help me.” |
believe that He did as | requested. This is truly a miracle.

It was the darkest night of my life. | was sad, anguished and in pain without losing my faith. | was
looking for the Anointing of the Sick; | said to myself: “As a Priest | can anoint myself’ but,
unfortunately, | couldn’t find the Oil of the Sick in my room. Immediately | said: “Holy Water”, | am
not sure why | couldn’t find anything that could help me. Then it came to my mind the piece of wood
that my sister Maria del Carmen found in the deep waters of the Jordan River when we renewed our
Baptismal Promises when we went to the Holy Land in August 2019. | couldn’t believe that after nine
months that piece of wood would still have some water on it. | saw a few raindrops that gave me
comfort, hope and happiness; at least | have water from the Jordan River. | was so happy, and at that
moment, | observed the presence of our Lord. | blessed my forehead, chest and hands and said: “Here
I am Lord Jesus, do with me what you want.” And after | blessed myself, | was ready to die. This
reminds me of Good Friday when Our Lord Jesus Christ was crucified and died on the wood, the Holy
Cross. | also blessed myself with this water on Holy Saturday, and Easter Sunday.

On Good Friday night, | asked our Lord, and the Holy Spirit, to please give me a sign; | needed to know
what should | do? Then | heard a soft voice tell me: “Rest, trust in me, | am with you.” | was so afraid, |
was in tears and | did not want to go to sleep, thinking | would die. Our Lord had me lie down in bed
and | fell asleep for three hours. When | woke up, the fever left me, the breathing was somewhat
normal, the heart palpitations began to get better, and my back pain was subsiding. My heart was
“burning within me while He spoke to me.” | am indeed a witness of the love, mercy and healing
power that our Lord has. | know our Lord Jesus Christ, the Holy Spirit, our Blessed Virgin Mary and the
ministry of our Pope Francis and our Church are going to keep all of us safe. As they blessed me, they
will do the same to each one of you and your families. | believe in miracles and | know this is one of
them which, through the intercession and prayers of Pope Francis, God performed this miracle. | am
so blessed. To God: | trust you, | love you, honor you, all glory and victory is yours. | took the COVID-
19 test again on April 27", 2020 and on April 29%, 2020 | received the results which came back
negative.

Thank you very much to all of you, my brothers and sisters, who are praying for me and for those who
are suffering because of this pandemic. Thank you to all the priests who celebrated the Masses here
at Saint Paul R.C Church. Thank you to those families who provided food, they are taking good care of
me, and a special thank you to Jairo Andres, my oldest nephew, who is in the Seminary and serves in
the Diocese of Paterson New Jersey, he is a hero, he is taking care of me, the Parish, and the set up
and live streaming of all the Masses.

TESTIMONIO DEL PADRE LEONARDO JARAMILLO, “YO CREO EN
MILAGROS”

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,

Sea el Sefor Jesus, el Espiritu Santo y Maria Santisima, quienes los
bendigan a ustedes, sus familias y a todos aquellos que estan sufriendo
por esta pandemia. Todos los dias elevo mis oraciones al cielo por
nuestros héroes: doctores, enfermeras, farmacéuticos, quienes trabajan en las farmacias,
supermercados, restaurantes, los hermanos y hermanas inmigrantes que trabajan la tierra
haciendo posible que tengamos el pan diario en nuestras mesas, policias, bomberos,
paramédicos, conductores de las ambulancias, y por todos aquellos que arriesgan sus vidas
por salvar la nuestra.

He sido bendecido y quisiera darles a conocer que el Sefior Jesus y el Espiritu Santo, Maria
Santisima y el ministerio de la Iglesia, en cabeza de su Santidad el Papa Francisco, han estado
trabajando en sus caminos misteriosos para concederme la sanacion en este proceso tan
doloroso como ha sido el diagndstico de mi contagiado con el Covid-19. Después de unos dias
terribles de dolor, angustia y soledad, especialmente el Viernes Santo, el 9 de Abril, 2020 y el
Viernes Santo, el 10 de Abril, 2020 en los que pensé que iria a morir, creo que el Senor Jesus
me dio a probar de su pasion y dolorosa Cruz. El Viernes Santo, fue mi dia en que entendi por
el dolor que tuvo que pasar el Sefor Jesus antes de morir y a la vez, comprendi que fragil es
nuestra condicion humana. Fueron momentos muy dolorosos y de muchas lagrimas. Creo
firmemente que el Sefior Jesus y la accidon del Espiritu Santo, su Santisima Madre, la Virgen
Maria y atreves del ministerio de la Iglesia Catdlica en cabeza del Santo Padre, Papa Francisco
y su ministerio, han realizado su obra milagrosa en mi vida y a la vez me han dado la fortaleza
para ser un testimonio de su amor, misericordia, compasion y sanacion. El Domingo de
Resurreccion, fui diagnosticado positivo con COVID-19.

Asi como los discipulos se decian unos a otros en el Evangelio: “Con razon nuestro corazon
ardia, mientras nos hablaba por el camino y nos explicaba las Escrituras!” Lucas 24: 13-35.
Ahora entiendo mejor que quiere decir este texto del Evangelio: “Nuestros corazones ardian
mientras El nos hablaba.” lo pude experimentar en mi propia vida el Viernes Santo, aunque ya
el Jueves Santo comenzo a deteriorarse mi salud. Estaba mirando en la television el Viacrucis
qgue el Papa Francisco presidia en la Plaza de San Pedro en Roma; comencé a sentirme como si
fuera a morir. La fiebre comenzd a subir llegando a 39.4C, creo que estuve inconsciente por un
momento, mi cuerpo temblaba, un dolor de cabeza insoportable parecia que mi cabeza
explotaria, no podia respirar, sentia un peso en mi pecho que me ahogaba y un fuerte dolor
de espalda que no podia resistir. Ya mi doctor me ha dicho, el dia anterior, que si me si mi
salud desmejorada debia ir de inmediato a una sala emergencias o a uno de los hospitales del



area, debo ser honesto con ustedes, tenia temor porque ya habia escuchado que muchos de
los hospitales estaban contagiados con el Coronavirus y muchas personas estaban muriendo
alli, no fuil. S6lo me dediqué a orar y en verdad, esa noche de Viernes Santo pensé que
moriria. El Viernes Santo fue realmente cuando entendi la agonia que el Sefor Jesus habia
tenido que pasar antes de morir por nosotros y cdmo nuestra condicion humana es fragil y
vulnerable. Oré y oré sin dejar de pensar que este dia seria el ultimo de mi vida. Me arrodillé y
le supliqué al Sefor Jesus perddn por mis pecados y le pedi que me sanara espiritual y
fisicamente. Anhelaba tener un sacerdote que escuchara mi confesion, pero en estas
circunstancias del Coronavirus nadie debia visitar a una persona portadora de este virus
mortal.

En mi primer testimonio que escribi, olvidé mencionar detalles importantes, seguramente
porque lo escribi sélo cuatro dias después de mi sanacién. Quiera hablar de lo que paso antes
de escuchar una voz suave en mis oidos. Estaba celebrando el Viacrucis que presidia el Santo
Padre, Papa Francisco, en la Plaza de San Pedro en Roma, recuerdo que en medio del dolor,
angustia y desesperacion le gritaba al televisor y suplicandole al Papa Francisco le pedia que
orara por mi, que hiciera algo por mi. Le supliqué: “Atreves de su ministerio, su testimonio de
vida y como Cabeza de la Iglesia, por favor pidele a mi Sefior Jesus que me ayude.” En ese
mismo momento el Santo Padre oraba por todos los enfermos y quienes estaban muriendo en
el mundo a causa de esta pandemia. Creo y estoy plenamente seguro que El hizo lo que le
pedi. Este es un verdadero milagro.

Esta noche de Viernes Santo fue la noche mas oscura de mi vida, estaba angustiado, triste
pero sin perder la fe, aunque el dolor no lo podia soportar. Estuve buscando el Oleo Santo
para ungir a los enfermos y pedir la sanacion, yo pensé “si yo soy sacerdote por qué no puedo
ungirme a mi mismo?”. Infortunadamente no encontré el Oleo Santo de los enfermos,
inmediatamente me dije: “Agua bendita,” no estaba seguro que estaba pasando porque
tampoco puede encontrar agua bendita en mi cuarto. Vino a mi mente un pedazo de madera,
como un pedazo de brazo de un arbol, que mi hermana Maria del Carmen habia encontrado
cuando se zambullé en las aguas del Rio Jorddn, y vio este pedazo de arbol en las
profundidades del agua, alli mismo renovamos las promesas bautismales cuando estuvimos en
la dltima peregrinacion en Tierra Santa, en el mes de Agosto del 2019. Yo no podia creer cémo
después de nueve meses este pedazo de arbol tenia agua, observé pequeias gotas de agua,
me consold, me dio esperanza y me senti feliz por lo menos tenia agua del Rio Jordan, tomé las
gotas de agua me santigiié, me bendije en la frente, pecho y las manos y le dije al Seior Jesus:
“aqui estoy, haz conmigo lo que quieras”, después de bendecirme con estas gotas de agua, me
dispuse practicamente a morir. Esto me recuerda como el Seior Jesus, en el Viernes Santo, fue
crucificado en un madero, en la Santa Cruz. Me bendije con esta agua el Viernes Santo, Sabado
Santo y el Domingo de Resurreccion.



En este Viernes Santo le supliqué al Senor Jesus y al Espiritu Santo que me dieran una sefial, lo
qgue El me dijera eso haria! Escuché una voz suave que me dijo: “descansa, confia en mi, Yo
estoy contigo.” Lo que menos queria era cerrar mis ojos y dormir. Estuve llorando, no queria
morir ni tampoco dormir. El Sefior hizo que me acostara en mi cama y durmiera por tres horas.
Cuando desperté, la fiebre habia bajado, podia respirar un poco mejor, las palpitaciones del
corazdn comenzaron a normalizarse y el terrible dolor de espalda y cabeza comenzaron a
bajar. “Mi corazon ardia cuando el Sefior me habld.” Ahora, soy un testigo del amor, la
misericordia y el poder de sanacion que tiene el Sefior Jesus. He sido bendecido con Ia
presencia del Sefior Jesus, el Espiritu Santo, con la proteccidn de la Virgen Maria y el ministerio
del Santo Papa Francisco, su testimonio de vida y nuestra Iglesia Catodlica. Sé que Ellos nos van
a cuidar a cada uno de nosotros y a nuestras familias, asi como lo han hecho conmigo. Yo creo
en los milagros y estoy convencido y seguro que este es uno del que tengo que dar testimonio.
Soy una bendicién, a Dios el honor, la victoria y la gloria. Por segunda vez, tomé el examen del
COVID-19 el 27 de Abril, 2020 y el dia 29 de Abril, 2020 recibi los resultados de éste, saliendo
negativo.

Agradezco a todos aquellos hermanos y hermanas que han orado por mi y por todos aquellos
que hemos sufrido a consecuencias de esta pandemia. Quiero agradecer sinceramente a todos
los sacerdotes que nos han ayudado celebrando la Eucaristia aqui en la Parroquia de San
Pablo, a todas las familias que no me han abandona trayéndome alimentos todos los dias,
gracias por su bondad, generosidad y sus cuidados. También quiero agradecer desde lo mas
profundo de mi corazén a mi sobrino mayor, Jairo Andrés, quien esta en el Seminario y sirve
en nuestra Didcesis de Paterson, New Jersey. El es mi héroe, quien ha hecho un excelente
trabajo con la transmisidon de la Santa Misa diaria, cuidando nuestra Parroquia y por cuidarme
durante mi enfermedad, gracias por su testimonio de vida.
